 The four beasts (cherubim): Revelation 4:5-11

 The identity of the 24 elders revealed (all of the raptured saints): 
 Revelation 5 (KJV):8 And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and 
twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full 
of odours, which are the prayers of saints. 9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy 
to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God 
by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; 10 And hast made us 
unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.

   Interlude:  
    Silence in heaven about half an hour:  
    Revelation 8 (KJV):1 And when he had opened the seventh seal,  
    there was silence in heaven about the space of half an hour. 2 And I  
    saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to them were given 
    seven trumpets. 3 And another angel came and stood at the altar,  
    having a golden censer; and there was given unto him much incense,  
    that he should offer it with the prayers of all saints upon the golden  
    altar which was before the throne. 4 And the smoke of the incense,  
    which came with the prayers of the saints, ascended up before God  
    out of the angel's hand. 
    Voices, and thunderings, and lightnings, and an earthquake:

       Revelation 15 (KJV):1 And I saw another sign in  
       heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels having  
       the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the  
       wrath of God.

       Seven golden vials full of the wrath of God –  
        First six vials – Revelation 15:5 to 16:16

        (KJV):17 And the seventh angel poured out  
        his vial into the air; and there came a great  
        voice out of the temple of heaven, from the  
        throne, saying, It is done.
